Washoe County to Receive History Education Grant

Gibbons and Federal Official to Award Hundreds of Thousands of Dollars

WASHINGTON, DC -- Congressman Jim Gibbons (R-Nev.) announced today that he will join with Kathleen Leos, Associate Deputy Undersecretary for the Department of Education next Thursday, July 1st at 10:00 AM in announcing a significant federal grant for Washoe County for American History education.

“President Bush and I are dedicated to meeting the education needs of Nevada,” said Gibbons. “Next week, Washoe County will receive a federal grant worth hundreds of thousands of dollars to further their programs in teaching American History. The real winners will be our children who will benefit from a full understanding of the principles our nation was founded on and the challenges it has faced in defending freedom and liberty.”

Gibbons and Leos will award the grant to Washoe County while visiting a government class at Sparks High School. Students and Ms. Kathryn Sewell, their teacher, will be on hand for the grant announcement. 

In addition to the grant award, Ms. Leos will meet later in the week with some of Nevada’s leading education officials about No Child Left Behind Act. Gibbons requested that the Department of Education provide technical assistance on the limited English proficient (LEP) requirements under the Act to representatives from Washoe County, Clark County, and the State of Nevada Department of Education. 

“No Child Left Behind is designed to ensure that all our nation’s children get the quality education they deserve, regardless of their origins. These meetings show the constant commitment of this Administration to ensure that we will not rest until no child is left behind. We will continue to work with educators on the ground to make this landmark bill work in every classroom,” added Gibbons.
