Training

Building Coach 

Building coach training started February 1. These are in-depth training sessions on Infinite Campus for two office staff members at each school. High school and middle schools receive three days of training. Elementary schools receive two days of training. All the classes take place at the Matley Lane center.

All building coaches must complete their online self-paced courses prior to attending class. Coaches should have been notified of their log in. If not, or if you are experiencing problems logging in, please email Marnie Sheffield (msheffield@washoe.k12.nv.us ).  Also, please remember to register for your training session.

Teacher Coach 

Teacher coach training will start May 5. This is in-depth training on the teacher grade book, attendance, grade reporting, and the parent portal for two teachers at each school. All teacher coaches will receive a full day of training. These classes will also take place at the Matley Lane center. Substitutes will be provided.

There is space available for administrators who would also like to attend.  Please email Deanna Snell for more information.

Job Duty Specific 

The training calendar for all other staff members will be made available to school and district staff members later this month. Due to budget constraints, there will be no overtime pay for 9, 10 and 11 month employees who attend training over the summer. Classes have been arranged to accommodate staff members schedule as much as possible. However, employees should use flex time if they attend a class outside their scheduled work calendar. The same applies to employees who have been scheduled to train as building coaches who work less than a full day.  These employees will be given flex time rather than overtime.

Frequently Asked Questions

Why do we need a new student information system? 

· Pearson Digital Learning, the company that owns SASI, issued an “end of life” statement for the product in June of 2008. They will discontinue support for the software as of June 30, 2010. All SASI customers must switch to a new student information system. 
What is Infinite Campus? How is it different?

· Infinite Campus is a fully integrated, centralized database that is accessed through the internet. WCSD data will be held one server located at the district office rather than at each school site. Infinite Campus can be accessed anywhere that you have internet access.
What’s happening with Edline and EasyGrade Pro?

· Infinite Campus has a teacher grade book and parent portal that are integrated into the student information system. It will replace Edline and EasyGrade Pro in the 2010-11 school year.
When does Infinite Campus start?

· July 2, 2010 is our official “go live” date. All our schools will open their doors for the 2010-11 school year using Infinite Campus.
Will teachers be able to see the new grade book before they come back to school?

· Yes! We will release a video overview after the teacher coach training in May.
